Operation

Addition Add numerators
Same denominator Convert unlike denominators to LCD

Convert to LCD Add or subtract the fractions

Subtraction Subtract numerators Same as like fractions You may need to carry or borrow
Same denominator Add or subtract the whole numbers

Multiplication Cancel if possible
Multiply numerators Convert to fractions

Multiply denominators Same as like fractions Same as like fractions

Division Invert divisor

(what you are dividing by)
Cancel if possible

Multiply
